Homeowner Comprehensive Guide to Parkway Tree Planting

Selecting and planting a parkway tree can be a very daunting experience. To simplify this
process, the Village of Lindenhurst has established this simple but comprehensive guide to
planting. The purpose of this guide is to minimize difficulties common to the selection/planting
process and to enable an in depth review of critical criteria such as:

1. Tree Location - This includes the review of the possible or desired R.O.W. location,
review of known planting spaces, review of potential conflicts such as: sidewalk
clearance, roadway clearance, overhead utilities, underground utilities, soil
composition and road side drainage or swales.

2 Tree Suitability - This includes details of tree species, hardiness, growth rate, size,
shape, root systems, fruit pods or acorns, susceptibility to disease, hardiness zone,
susceptibility to storm damage, general or periodic maintenance and liability.

3. Planting Goals - This involves review of planned functions or effects such as wind
breaks, ground stabilization, natural shade, shape or seasonal colors.

5 Step Parkway Planting Guide

A, Complete a no fee permit at the Village Hall, 2301 East Sand Lake Road

2 Establish a plan of desired plantings. This need not be formal but must include:
species of tree, # of trees, and desired location of each tree. Desired locations of
trees are to be marked by placing a painted “X" or wooden stake in the desired
location on the Village right of way.

3. All desired planting areas must be independently checked for underground utility
conflicts. These include: electric, natural gas, phone, cable, storm sewer, sanitary
sewer and water lines. This can be easily accomplished free of charge through the
following services:

A. For electric, natural gas, phone and cable call J.U.L.1.E. (Joint Utilities Locating
Information Services for Excavators) 1-800-892-0123.

B. For storm sewer, sanitary sewer or water lines contact Village Hall at 356-8252.
Specify that you need a sewer and water locate for a parkway tree planting.
Please allow 48 hours for utility verification

4. Schedule a plan review of desired plantings, this can be set up by calling the Village
Hall at 356-8252. Please specify that you need a parkway tree plan review. This
cannot be accomplished until all utilities have been verified.

3. Upon successful review, arrangement may be made to purchase and plant approved
trees. However, each parkway tree must:

A. Be an approved parkway tree (see overleaf)

B. Be a minimum of 2 %" in diameter

C. Be of American Standards for nursery stock set by the Association of Nurserymen.
ANSI 260.1-1990

D. Be planted in accordance to Village of Lindenhurst Standards of Practice manual

* Reminder: Trees planted on the parkway are on public properties and will be
maintained by the Village in accordance to Village standards established for parkway
trees. Any residence with a tree in the parkway may or may not be given prior notice
to any maintenance being performed.
